From 11 to 19, the names of the numbers are obtained by joining three elements:

the unit + the word “spre” + the word “zece” (ten):

(e.g., 17 sapte + spre + zece — saptesprezece)

Exceptions: 11 (unsprezece); 14 (paisprezece); 16 (saisprezece)

From 20 to 90, the numbers are named by joining:

the number of tens + the word “zeci” (the plural of zece):

(e.g., 70  sapte + zeci — saptezeci)

Exceptions:20 (doudazeci); 60 (saizeci)

The remaining numbers (21; 22 ; ..... 98; 99) are named by combining three words:

the number of tens + the conjunction “si”” (and) + the unit

(e.g., 72  saptezeci + si + doi — saptezeci si doi)

Numbers between 100 and 999 are named by first saying the hundreds and then, the
two-digit number of tens and units. Note that the plural “sute” is required if the number
of hundreds is 2 or larger:

(e.g., 258 — doua sute cincizeci si opt; 365 — trei sute saizeci $i cinci)

Note that the plural “mii” is required if the number of thousands is 2 or larger:

(e.g., 1320 — o mie trei sute douazeci; 2014 — doud mii paisprezece; 5000 — cinci mii)
For numbers larger than 19 000, the preposition de is required:

(e.g., 20 000 — douazeci de mii; 33 000 — treizeci §i trei de mii)

The dot 1s used instead of the comma in Romanian:

(e.g., one thousand: 1.000 instead of 1,000; one million: 1.000.000 instead of
1,000,000)

The plural of Romanian nouns is formed by the addition or change of the final vowel of the
singular noun, often accompanied by other vowel and/or consonant changes in the noun stem.
Masculine nouns end in *i”’, feminine nouns end in *“e”, *“i”’ or “ele” and neuter nouns end in

“e”, “i”” or “uri” in the plural.

Examples: M: prieten (friend) / prieteni (friends)
F: fatd (girl) / fete (girls)

N: scaun (chair) / scaune (chairs)

3.2 Numeralul Ordinal (The Ordinal Numbers)

The ordinal number is used to express the position of an object in a series (e.g., first, second,
third.)
In Romanian, ordinal numbers have different forms for feminine and masculine (or neuter).

e feminine form: a + cardinal numeral + ending ’a”

(e.g., a treia)
e masculine form: al + cardinal numeral + ending ’lea” (e.g., al treilea)

Exception: prima (F); primul (M) (first)

4.1 Articolul Hotarat (The Definite Article)

Unlike other languages (e.g., English) the definite articles in Romanian are attached to the end
of the nouns instead of being placed in front of them. There are different forms for masculine
and feminine nouns, in the singular and plural. Neuter nouns take the masculine definite article

in the singular and the feminine definite article in the plural!
The Romanian definite articles in the nominative and accusative case are as follows:
